Dentistry and Oral Health
It is very competitive to enter a dentistry course. This is because there are only 9 universities that offer the course across Australia, and the courses have limited places. Some students transfer into a Bachelor of Dentistry by receiving very strong marks in a related course (oral health, health science, science, biomedicine).
Oral Health provides training to become a Dental Hygienist or Dental Assistant.  They can also provide pathways to the Doctor of Dentistry at either University of WA or University of Sydney.
